 .40 miles (Easy) 

Starting point 43.08228, - 72.40952 Elevation 797’


The trail is a very short stroll along the edge of a reservoir surrounded by woods. The entrance is located 
on the east side of Reservoir Rd. You will come to a T intersection at the reservoir. Either direction is fine. 
You will eventually leave town land and enter private property. Please respect these private parcels. You 
may see turtles and amphibians at the water, in addition to wildlife in the woods. Please respect that this 
is their home. It is an excellent spot for a quick walk or picnic.
